Did you know that in the late 1700’s and much of the 1800’s, the people called
Methodists were regularly accused of religious enthusiasm? Enthusiasm was a word
used to describe people who had taken their religion “a bit too far”’. These
“extremists” called Methodists had the audacity to claim God’s Spirit was moving
and working in their lives in powerful and personal ways! One writer in 1754 de-
scribed our church with words such as “wild fanaticism”, “abominable”, and
“embarrassing”.

How would that author describe the Methodist church today? Would a reporter
walking into our church accuse us of having too much Holy Spirit enthusiasm? In our
worship services and in our private lives, would anyone accuse us of having a rela-
tionship with the Holy Spirit that bordered on fanatical? Many times, the answer
would be no. We certainly should not seek to be extreme just for the sake of it, but
it is critical that we have a healthy relationship with the Holy Spirit.

Often times our lack of “enthusiasm” is due to a lack of understanding. Understand-
ing our relationship with the Holy Spirit is not only central to the faith, it is essential
for healthy Christian living. Over the next ten weeks, we are going to work together
to gain a much stronger understanding of the Holy Spirit. Beginning in Genesis, we
will look at the Holy Spirit’s role in creation and in the following lessons we will work
our way through the Old and New Testaments. Each week we will have an oppor-
tunity to seek the power and presence of God’s Spirit in a new and personal way. |
hope you will join us Wednesday nights at 6:00pm in the Sanctuary for our summer
preaching series “Experiencing God as Spirit”.
