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The picture of six Marines raising our countryôs flag on 
the island of Iwo Jima has become one of the most 
iconic images from World War II.  Lesser known is that 
a 91-year-old Marine veteran, who fought on Iwo Jima 
and witnessed that flag raising, is a member of our 
church. 
 
Cecil ñBubò Harvey served as a private first class in 
the Rifle Company of the Third Division. 
 
On Sunday, September 18, at the United Methodist 
Men meeting, Bub will be speaking about his military 
experiences on Iwo Jima during World War II and the 

role the Lord had in his life during that time. The presentation will begin with a pre-
recorded video of Bub discussing his experiences, followed by him answering questions 
from the audience. 
 

ñI tried to get as much in there as I could. Theyôll have to edit it, but theyôll get enough to 
feel what Iôm talking about,ò he said. ñGod was with me every step of the way, from 
when I put my feet on the ground,ò said Bub.  The UMM is following the wisdom found in 
Deuteronomy 32:7 - ñRemember the days of old; consider the generations long past. 
Ask your father and he will tell you, your elders, and they will explain to you.ò  ñIôve 
known Bub since 1960. His kids are my age, and heôs been a witness to me all these 
years,ò Terry Kalister said. ñItôs guys like Bub who have helped our country and kept it 
free. Itôs important for the young guys to hear him and her about what that generation 
went through.ò 
 
Bub was born and raised in Ardmore and has always been a Methodist.  He turned 18 
as a senior in high school. After graduation, he knew he would be drafted, so he went to 
Oklahoma City for his physical and chose to serve in the Marine Corps. ñI knew what the 
Marine Corps was all about. Another high school friend was with me and we both      
volunteered that day,ò Bub said.

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ñIt was the only branch I ever thought about. I didnôt like 
the ocean. I could end up in a ship and canôt walk around 
on earth. I didnôt like cold, and in the Army I could end up 
in Europe.ò 
 

Bub served a total of two and a half years in the marines.  
After Iwo Jima, he was sent back to Guam. They were to 
get replacements and train to go into Japan - a mission 
they were quite sure they would not return from. However, 
the bombs were then dropped on Hiroshima and Nagasaki 
and everyone was transferred back home. Bub went to 
San Diego on December 1 and was discharged on        
December 27. 
 
ñI got home and didnôt do anything for almost a year. Then 
in November, I woke up one morning and went back to 
work.ò His family owned Harvey Funeral Home, where he 
went to work while commuting to mortuary school in      
Dallas. He eventually took over the business, which he led 
until 1985. It is now Harvey-Douglas Funeral Home.
