The Watoto Childrenôs Choir has been touring the US since the mid 
1990s.  It has grown to become a global event, touring in Canada, 
Europe, Asia, Australia, etc.  The Choir has performed before      
President Bush and countless dignitaries around the world.  They 
bring the message of Christ to people and places no one else could 
reach.  The Choir is chosen from the over 3,000 orphaned children 
that reside in Watoto Child Care Ministry villages.  They range in age 
from 6 to 13.  The children train for over 6 months in Uganda, travel 
on tour for 6 months and then return to live with their adopted moms 
and families back in Uganda to continue their education.  Each tour is 
made up of a new group of children.  It is an amazing model that   
allows the children to be true ambassadors for Christ throughout the 
world.  The music is always outstanding but it is the children who will 
win your heart.   
 
We are excited to be hosting the Watoto Childrenôs Choir from 
Uganda, Africa, at our church on February 15.  If you have seen the 
Choir before you know how special this event will be.  If not, prepare 
for a real blessing! They will sing their hearts out and share stories of 
the Lordôs amazing grace.  Despite their desperate situations, I prom-
ise you will leave with a smile on your face and hope in your heart.  
Several families from our church will be hosting children and sponsors 
in their homes.  Thank you!  These children will forever change your 
life.   
 
Our church has been involved in sending mission trips to Uganda 
since 2000.  It has truly been a blessing to be a part of Godôs hand in 
the ministry through Watoto.  Steve Swigert is currently in Uganda 
helping establish agriculture projects that have the potential to feed all 
the Watoto children and babies.

I wonder if I 
would be here today if I hadnôt 

gone to that junior high camp?  During one of 
the evening worship services my heart was 
ñstrangely warmed.ò  I began to quietly wonder 
if God had a special use for my life.  Again, I 
wonder if I would be here today if I hadnôt gone 
to camp for Ministerôs Week early in my 
ministry.  During college I had become 
addicted to cigarettes and I was at a 
crossroads.  I didnôt feel I could both smoke 
and simultaneously be in ministry.  I didnôt feel 
comfortable smoking around parishioners and 
setting a negative witness.  It was at camp that 
I, late one night after everyone had gone to 
their cabins, laid my cigarettes on the altar in 
the tabernacle.  That was more than 35 years 
ago.  God gave me the strength to quit. I could 
now stay in pastoral ministry. 
 

Many, many men and women can point to 
experiences at church camp that transformed 
their lives and deepened their faith.  In camp 
settings people have found the ñstuffò 
necessary to save their marriages.  In camp 
settings children have discovered their value 
as human beings; value they werenôt receiving 
at home or at school.  Yes, many of us could
